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MINUTES OF TRIBAL CIVIL SOCIETY CONSULTATION 

DATE: 26th & 27th July – 2018 
International Institute of Tamil Studies (IITS), Taramani, Chennai 

A State level Tribal Civil Society Consultation meeting was held at International Institute 
of Tamil Studies (IITS) on 26th and 27th July – 2018. 

The meet was inaugurated by the Director of IITS Thiru. K. Vijayaragavan. The former 
Director of IITS Thiru. Sekar gave a special address. 

The Topics discussed in the Consultation are: 

� Implementation of Tribal ‘Forest Rights Act – 2006’ 

� Appointments of Tribes in the Tribal Development Department 

� Particularly Vulnerable Tribal Groups (PVTG) 

� Running of Schools 

� Demand for fulfillment of past resolutions of Consultative / Civil / Society 
Meetings 
 

1. Implementation of Tribal ‘Forest Rights Act – 2006’ 
Thiru. Ritto Cyriac, Director of Tribal Development, provided District-wise data of the 
progress made in the distribution of land entitlements. As on date 19th July 2018 about 
5536 individual rights have been distributed Compared to the figures provided as on 
February 2018, 5052. There is only a marginal increase of around 500 only. 

The meet makes the following demands: 

a) Publication of the list of tribal members in the Divisional and District Rights 
Committees. Publications can be made in District Gazettes as well as in the State 
Gazette for the State list. 

b) Conducting of training programs for these committee members along with ex-
officio members. 

c) District level training programs for Village Right Committee members by their 
own resource persons. 
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2. Appointments of Tribes in the Tribal Development Department 
There are three streams of employees under Tribal Development Director’s control. 

a) Teachers and non-teaching staff in Schools that have come under the control of 
Directorate (About 1500 Teaching and Non-teaching posts exist). 

b) Teaching and non-teaching posts in Ekalaiva Schools (about 500 posts exist) 
c) Staff in the Directorate and District Units (about 150 posts exist) 

Since all these posts are funded from Tribal Sub Plan (TSP) 100% recruitment of Tribes 
should be made. Before Schools came into the control of Directorate of Tribal 
Development, appointments to these Schools were made only from SC/STs. Since the 
1960’s the continuum of only ST appointments in all categories of posts in Tribal 
Residential Schools as well as in Ekalaiva Schools should be ensured. A deftly drafted 
service rules, giving no room for litigation by the so-called generalists should be evolved. 

The practice of drawing Revenue staff on deputation to Directorate of Tribal 
Development should be stopped. All posts in Tribal Directorate should be made-up of 
only STs. 

 

3. Particularly Vulnerable Tribal Groups (PVTG) 
Governments of India (GOI) in their reference No. 11015/04(22)/2018 dated on 
01.06.2017-Grants have already released Rs. 2313 lakh for PVTG. However State 
government order on distribution of funds has not so far been made. This needs to be 
expedited. 

Director of Tribal Development pointed out that more funds from GOI could not be 
obtained because of back-log of pending works for over 5 years. This is mainly due to 
problem in fixing the executive agency in the Districts as well as lack of interest evinced 
by the agencies. Since the Tribal Directorate has got sufficient man power now all the 
works should be entrusted to them without depending on the District Collector. These 
works should also be done with the coordination of Tribal community representatives.

4. Running of Schools 
Director assured the meet that sincere efforts are on to locate specific shortcomings in 
Tribal schools and to introduce betterment measures. 

The meet desired that the management norms determined by GOI for Ekalaiva Schools 
should be practiced in letter and spirit. As of now the society structure, appointments and 
control of staffs, and remuneration of staffs and design of infrastructure for Ekalaiva 
Schools are not in line with GOI directives. If exposed Tamil Nadu runs the risk of losing 
GOI grants. 

 

5. Demand for fulfillment of past resolutions of Consultative / Civil 
Society Meetings 

The meet requests concerned authorities to initiate action on proposals mooted in 
previous deliberations. 

The Minutes of the previous meets is enclosed for your reference. 

 
All the Participants of the Consultation were invited by Dr.Pavithra, to visit the 
gallery and theatre of ‘International Institute of Tamil Studies (IITS)’ on the second 
day evening of the consultation. 
 
There was a spiffy, modern THEATRE  with excellent acoustics for a treat of short films (eight to 
nine minutes each) put together with photographs, dramatic recreations, videos, film clippings and 
pictures of sculptures/murals from temples. One is on the evolution of Tamils as a settled group, 
their inventions to make life comfortable, their superior talent in weaving, growing crops and trade, 
and the formation of family units. The others are about ancient Tamil medicine, water management, 
war craft and administration. Clear narration threads the stories seamlessly. 
 
The exhibits in the GALLERY  have been arranged in five well-lit, well-arranged galleries —  

1. Tholkappiar Arangam  displays art forms (the door is the highlight);  
2. Thiruvalluvar  is about metalcraft/agriculture, education, medicine and weapons;  
3. Kapilar  has a collection of home tools/grinders, exhibits on temples and gods;  
4. Avvaiyar Arangam  has life-like depictions of famous events in the life of kings; and the  
5. Ilango Adigal gallery touches on ship-building and sail-weaving for which Tamils were 

well-known.  
The highlight in this gallery is a beautiful mini lighthouse. Dioramas tell us how kings stuck to the 
rules of war, treated subjects with justice, and ensured fair-play and compassion to all creatures. 
The scale-models of Madurai and Srirangam reveal the meticulous city-planning and extraordinary 
temple-building artistry. 
 
There was a request from IITS to the Tribals to develop an unit in the gallery on Tribal Culture.
