
GENDER BUDGET STATEMENT - 2018-2019

The Gender Budget Statement depicts the probable  outlay for   women in the  total budget outlay. The
statement is classified into three categories. Part A includes schemes that are targeted at women and so 100%
of the outlay is towards women. Part B includes schemes that are beneficiary oriented and depending upon the
scheme, 40% to 99% of outlay benefits women. Part C includes other Schemes and other expenditure items of
the Government, which are not beneficiary oriented and are therefore form indivisible items of expenditure. In
Part C, these indivisible items are grouped sector-wise and it is assumed that atleast 30% of the outlay will
benefit women.

In each Part, the total allocation for each scheme and the probable outlay towards women has been indicated.
Pensions, Interest payment and loan outgo have not been included into this list.
